VISION STATEMENT

Rollie’s Romper Room primary goal is to provide a safe, doggie friendly environment for our canine

companions who stay home while their owners work. When your canine joins the Rollie’s Pack you

can lay aside the worries of coming home to a house of destruction, accidents, or a clean house but

an overly excited dog that will not calm down for hours. While at Rollie’s you can have peace of

mind that your dog will have a constructive day filled with exercise and socialization making them a

happy well-balanced dog. One of our goals at Rollie’s Romper Room is to give both owner and

canine a relaxing evening together.

WHO CAN BECOME A ROLLIE PACK MEMBER?

 Any fixed or neutered dog 12 weeks or older who is a friendly non-aggressive dog.  Initial

evaluations are required and will be held towards the end of the day when the pack members are a

little less excited. During the evaluation, your dog will be introduced to a few pack members so that

we can watch how they interact with our staff and a doggie day care environment . Evaluations can

range from 30 to 60 minutes. When you put in a request for an evaluation a doggie profile needs to

be attached to accompany the request along with a current shot record. Doggie profiles can be found

on-line at our website, emailed or picked up at the front counter. Decisions will be made no later

then 24 hours after the evaluation.

PACK PAPERWORK

Once the evaluation is complete and we agree that your dog would do well at Rollie’s Romper Room

you will be given a folder containing the pack paperwork. All pack paperwork must be completed

before your dog’s first day at Rollie’s Romper Room. To save time all pack forms can be

downloaded from our website at www.rolliesromperroom.com including the evaluation questions

and faxed to 907-458-PAWS.

A copy of your dog’s vaccination records must be included with the Pack Paperwork. We will accept

faxes from your vet’s office but it is your responsibility to contact your vet for the request.

PACK RESVERATIONS

Rollie’s require reservations so we can control the size of the pack daily. All reservations are on a

first come first serve basis. Pack reservations can be made a number of different ways:

• Fill out a Reservation Request Form (up to one month in advance)

• Call us at 907-452-PAWS 24 hours ahead (or after 8am to see if there are any no shows) Fax

• Email us at least 24 hour notice at rolliesromperroom@yahoo.com  a confirmation will be

sent if that day is available  (Please do not bring your dog if you have not received a

confirmation ).

• Mid-Morning Drop ins are welcome but there are no guarantees there’s room in the pack.

ROLLIE’S PACK RATES

All punch cards and gift certificates are valid for six months from date of issue.

2 Dog Family Rate 10% Off on second packages (both dogs need to buy the same package but they

do not need to go the same week)

OTHER RATES & SERVICES:

• A $10 non-refundable enrollment and evaluation fee

• Birthday Party Rates $30 an hour includes: cake, decorations, doggie treats for your dog and

his/her daycare friends and a birthday 4x6 birthday photo book.

• Photos  8x12  $20 includes $5 sitting fee for dog, no sitting fee’s for one family member, $5

sitting for additional family.

• Holiday photos 4x6 with Card Frame $15 includes sitting fee for dog, no sitting fee’s for one

family member, $5 sitting fee for additional family.

• Giving Medications, food that owner provides, toys, treats, and hugs ~ No Charge

Photo shoots with family will be after hours and must be pre-arranged. If you are not happy with the

photos there is no requirement to purchase them and sitting fee will be waived. Gift Certificates are

available for photos. Discounts on photos may apply depending on how many photos will be

purchased.

BILLING POLICIES

• Payments are expected prior to your dog being dropped off for daycare. If payment is not

made when you drop off we reserve the right to charge your credit card on file. If credit card

is denied discount package fees will not apply if not paid for when you pick up your dog.

• Bounce check fee $35, two bounced checks will result in a cash only arrangement

• Late charge of $1 a minute will be applied after 6 pm NO EXCEPTIONS; numerous late pick

ups can result in a discontinuation of services.

• No shows will be subject to full day charge, numerous no shows can result in a

discontinuation of services

• Rollie’s Romper Room reserves the right to make price adjustments

• Services on Holidays are subject to price increases
